An EWGA Member Writes:  I'm puzzled - I went to enter my score from the 1757 event 

and I could not find the course in the list.  I am figuring this is because the course is so 

new.   Is there a way to enter our scores?  Is there someone I can contact about this?  

Thanks. 
  
Dear Puzzled: 
Thanks to your email, 1757 Golf Club is now in our Handicap System!  Sometimes it's a 

new course; sometimes your scorecard doesn't match the scorecard in the Handicap 

System.  When that happens, you will have to do a Manual Entry.  Here's an example of 

how it works: 

  

Click on Enter Score 

Score Date: Enter the date you played 

In the Course List, drop down to the bottom of your list to find <<Manual Entry>>

Enter the name of the Course: 1757 Golf Club 

Tee Name: Red Tees - Ladies

Attestor:  Click on the box with the three little dots to add the name of the person you

Enter your Adjusted Gross Score (This is your score using Equitable Stroke Control.  

See the chart on this page for the maximum number of strokes you can score on any 

hole.)

You can also report missing or bad course information to GolfNet/GN21.  Following is a 

screen shot showing the location of the tool bar for reporting "missing or inaccurate 

data" in the GN21 handicap system. Golfnet will update the information based on the 

report submitted by you and then e-mail you when it's been corrected. The turn-around 

time has been within 24 hours. Then you can post your scores with the corrected data.
