Liza Abood, LPGA teaching pro and EWGA Education Partner, put on 

a terrific short game clinic on Saturday, June 5th.  Liza welcomed 

EWGA members with booklets to record game strokes (fairways, 

greens, bunkers) and putts and handy carry bags to attach to our 

golf bags. 
  

Liza showed us the value of using a seven iron around the greens 

when a pitching or sand wedge might send the ball too far and long, 

the value of practicing "touch" around the greens, when it's useful to 

use a pitching wedge vs. a sand wedge and emphasized the need to 

practice.   
  

Overall participants felt that they learned a lot and were impressed 

with the Olney golf practice facility - - you can hit off grass and 

avoid the mats!!

Handicap Facts -  FAQs

An EWGA League Chair Writes:   I have several new players in my  
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league this year who are interested in establishing handicaps.  I am 

also having an issue with pace of play.  One of the EWGA strategies 

to keep up pace-of-play is to pick up your ball after 8 strokes or 

after double par. But, when entering a score for handicap, a new 

player has to record up to 10 strokes.  My players are asking, which 

is which?  Can you help? 
  

Dear League Chair:  

Which is Which is the right question!  You can still encourage pace-

of-play, including picking up your ball, at some number of 

designated strokes and still record the round in the handicap 

system.  In fact, you must!  "Each player will try to make the best 

score at every hole in every round, regardless of where the round is 

played, and that the player will post every acceptable round for peer 

review." 

  

With regard to recording for handicap, the rule when 'picking-up' 

before completing the hole (called holing out) is that the player is 

supposed to estimate how many additional shots it would have 

taken to hole out, had she not pick-up her ball.  Here's an example 

of what I mean: 

  

For Sarah Newplayer, who doesn't yet have a handicap, the 

maximum number of strokes she can record for handicap purposes 

will be 10 on any hole, according to equitable stroke control (ESC).  

The pace of play rule you are using is to pick-up at double par - Ms. 

Newplayer is on a par three and has taken six strokes and her ball is 

just off the green.  She starts with the six shots already taken, 

estimates a chip and two putts for a total of 9 strokes.  She picks-up 

her ball at six strokes and records 9 strokes for handicap purposes. 

  
  

                                  
  

During casual play, golfers who already have a handicap should 

know to pick-up her ball once she has taken the maximum strokes 

allowed by ESC. 
  

During competitive play, where you must hole out, players should 

score the actual number of strokes, for purposes of the competition. 
   
In the EWGA Handicap system, if a player enters only her total 

score, she must first adjust each hole for ESC and tally the ESC 

scores as her Adjusted Gross Score.  When entering scores Hole-By-

Hole, the scores should be entered WITHOUT ESC adjustment.  

Scores are automatically adjusted by the GolfNet according to ESC 

stroke adjustment guidelines. 



  

So, dear league players, keep playing, keep practicing, keep 

entering your scores; you'll have a lower handicap index in no time - 

and keep up that pace-of-play!
