3.  Any remaining slots will be filled from the list of registered Tour 

players.  An e -mail will be sent to all registered Tour players, 

letting them know about the availability of slots for the Battle of 

the Beltways and what slots are needed to complete the flig hts 

(minimum of three from each flight, using the Tour's flight 

delineation as a guide).  Tour participants will be selected on a 

first come, first served basis.

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Handicap Facts -  FAQs

An EWGA Member Writes: I am discouraged  -  my handicap index 

went UP instead of down this last calculation.  I played quite a few rounds 

in May and the scores used to determine my handicap index were lower 

than previous scores used, so how can it go up?  Does the differential 

have something to do with the final Handicap index calculation?  Even if 

my scores drop, could I still have a higher handicap becau se of the 

differential?  

Dear Discouraged  -  don't be discouraged!  You hit the ball right in the 

sweet spot; it has everything to do with the differential.  If your scores 

are going down, and your handicap is still taking an upturn, it means you 

are playing  more difficult courses.  Here's how it works:  

  

Every course you play has its own difficulty; this is measured by the 

"USGA Course Rating"  (CR), which is the evaluation of the playing 

difficulty of a course for a scratch golfer under normal course and wea ther 

conditions.  The "Slope Rating"  (SL) is the measurement of the relative 

difficulty of a course for players who are not scratch golfers.  Your 

adjusted gross score , the Course Rating  and the Slope Rating  are all used 

in the calculation of the "Handicap  Differential"  (DIFF) for your round of 

golf.  

  

Here's an example from my record: -  Same Score, Very different 

Differential  

  

  

The Rating and Slope show that Old Hickory was rated as an easier 

course (118) than the Golden Horseshoe (134).  While I shot the same 

score both days, the differential is much lowe r (the lower the better) on 

the more difficult course, so I actually played a much better game on the 

17 th , than on the 25 th .  

  

Check out the slope rating of a course -  if it's 113 -  you are playing a 

course of standard difficulty; if it's higher than 113,  it's a more difficult 

course.  If it's lower, it's an easier course.  If you're watching your 

scoring record to see your handicap index change -  check out the 

differential -  not the scores.  

  

Please don't take this to mean you should play easier courses i n order to 

bring down your handicap.  Remember, the differential 'levels the playing 

field' of difficulty/scores between courses.  Only consistency and practice 

will bring down your scores and more importantly, your differentials.  

  

So, dear discouraged, k eep playing, keep practicing, and keep entering 

your scores; you'll have a lower handicap index in no time.
