Inaugural EWGA Match Play Championship Cup
July 31 - August 1, 2010

The Long Island (NY) Chapter is organizing the first ever Northeastern
Area Match Play Event. It will be held at Crystal Springs Golf Resort

Fducation Corner

Winter Golf Clinics

On three Sunday afternoons in January and February, eight chapter
members participated in three of the five winter golf clinics held at
GolIfTEC (TEC stands for Technology, Equipment, Conditioning), an
indoor golf improvement facility. The clinics are a joint effort between
GoIfTEC and the Chapter's Education Committee. The workshops
have focused on the golf swing and on key challenge areas in golf:
over swinging; taking divots; and why we hit our clubs the same
distance. Floppy wrists and how they affect your swing and making
the short putt are remaining.

Participants have found the clinics very beneficial. As part of the
clinics and using GolfTEC's technology, participants have been able to
measure their swing speeds and understand what role swing speed
plays in launching the ball, club loft and selection; to understand the
concept of over swinging and what a floppy wrist means to the
completion of your swing, how the ball is launched and distance; and
why divots are important, with which clubs you should take a divot,
how big divots should be and ball spin. Chapter members were able
to record and view their swing while incorporating the concepts
learned in the clinics.

GolfTEC will again
this year demonstrate their technology and teaching methodology at
the Chapter opening season luncheon so make sure and sign up for
the luncheon.
